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Abstract

In this research paper on “Community Participation in Policy Making for Tourism Management in
‘Learning About Thai Food’ to Accommodate ASEAN Economic Community in the Active Beach
Cluster”, the researcher has three objectives vis-a-vis “learning about Thai food” activities for purposes of
accommodating the ASEAN Economic Community (AEC): to examine the capabilities of Active Beach
Cluster policy makers in tourism management; to study the participation process of policy makers and
communities in policy making for tourism management; and to guide the roadmap of policy and strategies
for developing the human capital of policy makers and communities in tourism management.
