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Anthropology of tourism: A theoretical framework and its contributions
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Abstract

This paper discusses seminal anthropological approaches to criticism of tourism
phenomena —namely: (1) belief and ritual functions of tourism, (2) tourism as imperialism,
(3) tourism and cultural representation, and (4) ecotourism which revolve around space,
identity, interaction, and power relations between hosts and guests etc. Through multifocal
theoretical lenses, each approach’s concentration on these themes is widely varied. The first
emphasizes inner experiences of individual traveller revitalized en masse while, respectively,
between hosts and guests, the second, the third and the final bring into focus inequitable power
relations, cultural negotiation and contestation, and reciprocal interaction in social context.
Nevertheless, the impact of tourism on tourists, a crucial theme left virtually unexplored by

most scholars in anthropological academia, is still enigmatic but challenging for future study.
